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Students enrolled in the Bachelor of Landscape Architecture (BLA) degree in the College of 
Environment and Design will fulfill the experiential learning requirement through 
successful completion of a required professional internship, a professional office experience 
under the supervision of a licensed landscape architect or related practitioner.   

Students should consult early in their program of study with the Internship Coordinator, 
who oversees internship selection, enrollment, and successful performance and completion.
